      - The criteria for large medal awards do not differentiate between individual games and games 

that are part of multi-game matches.

     Description:  A 2.75” bronze-colored medal on a tri-colored red-white-and-blue neck ribbon with 

individualized engraving on medal reverse.

     Requirement:  50 career wins in Summit Open tournament games.

Large Gold Medal

     Description:  A 2.75” gold-colored medal on a quadri-colored red-white-and-blue neck ribbon with 

gold trim and individualized engraving on medal reverse.

     Requirement:  150 career wins in Summit Open tournament games.

     Accoutrements:  A gold-colored five-pointed star will be awarded for each additional 50 games won


by a player who has already received this medal.  These stars should be attached to the neck 

ribbon on the wearer’s front just above where the medal is attached, and balanced side-to-side 

so that the number of stars worn on the wearer’s left differs by no more than one versus the

number worn of the wearer’s right.
